Without innovation, manufacturing industries cannot compete in today’s market.
Design, therefore, is an indispensable activity which leads to innovative products
on the market. Since decades, in Germany a lot of innovative sustainable
products are designed and often sold world wide with success. This is particularly
reflected in the automotive industry, with well renowned car manufacturers
including BMW, Mercedes Benz, and VW just to mention but a few. The question
in general is, what are the key factors for good product design process and
methods, especially from the product designers point of view? One factor, is of
course, to meet the customers requirements by designing and manufacturing
products of high quality, with a competitive price and in a short time-to-market. But
how such a process looks like, from the customer requirements to the real
product? The presentation delivered by Prof. Peter Leibl, gave practical case
studies, good processes and methods to design innovative products. The lecture
was very well attended by people in academia and in industry.
